To the Academic UIL Coordinator:
Paradise High School would like to cordially invite you to attend our annual Academic UIL Invitational Meet in Paradise. It will be held Saturday, February 8th, at Paradise High School. We will offer all UIL events except Cross-Ex and Computer Science Programing will depend on participation. For all events offered except Spelling/Vocabulary, we will be using UIL Set B contest materials. For Spelling/Vocabulary, we will be using ASW invitational materials. There will be a maximum allowance of 3 participants in each of the writing events, and a maximum of 2 participants in Computer Applications due to limited space. 
Cost per non-speaking event will be $8.00, and per speaking event will be $15.00.  A judge/grader will also be required for each event in which you have students entered. If you cannot provide a judge for speaking events, a $50 judging fee will be required. 

Writing events will be graded by impartial graders. All non-writing and non-speaking events will require coaches to be graders. It is preferred that Computer Applications entries be graded by coaches with experience in grading those tests. 

A hospitality room will be provided all day for all attending coaches (and bus drivers), and a concession stand will be available throughout the day for the students. 

Awards for 1st – 6th place and 1st place team (where applicable) will be announced and handed out throughout the day.

The deadline for entries will be Wednsday, February 5th. Drops will be accepted through Friday, February 7th, without penalty. After that time, all drops will result in a $25 loss of entry fee.
